Distribution and Habitat

Nannberry performs well in both full sun and full
shade. It is very adaptable to both dry and moist
locations . large clusters of creamy white flowers
in spring, showy blue fruit in fall and reliable fall
color; an upright spreading plant, , hardy and
adaptable, can be grown as a small tree.

Wildlife

Nannyberry are an important food source for
many species of wildlife . They will attract birds
and butterflies.

Soil Preference

Nannyberry’s are adaptable to all types of soils
from dry sites to moist/wet sites.

Other

Although nannyberry grows naturally as a
multistemmed shrub, it can be maintained as a
small tree by pruning stems and removing
suckers at the base.
