King Fisher Route (38 km)

This route starts in the Village of Chesterville at the Eric T. Casselman Dam. To
access the Dam by car, follow Hwy. 43 to the next right after Queen St., follow to
the end, turn left onto County Rd. 7, then turn onto William St. This will lead to
the Eric T. Casselman Dam parking lot. Walk downstream from the parking lot on
the path and you can access the River quite easily.

During the summer the water is quite low and towing your canoe or kayak may
be necessary for up to 4 km before deeper waters are found When you arrive in
Crysler you will have to portage to the former site of the St. John’s Anglican
Church. Take out your canoe or kayak at the Crysler Village Park on the South
side of the River before you reach the Dam. Portage north along Second St., turn
left onto Queen St., go over the bridge and turn right on the first street after the
bridge. There is a gravel path that leads down to the river. This is your access
point. Upon entering you will encounter some mild rapids in the spring which
can be easily paddled. The water level is good all year around from Crysler to
Casselman. A stop can be made at St. Albert Conservation Area to use the out-
door toilets provided.

After St. Albert you will reach High Falls Conservation Area and you must exit at
the boat launch before the Weir just downstream. High Falls Conservation Area is
owned and operated by the SNC and it offers a picnic area, outdoor toilets,
garbage cans, a water fountain, and a boat launch.

Swallows Path (41 km)

The Swallows Path is accessed just beyond the High Falls Conservation Area by
following Rue Principle St. South from the High Falls Conservation Area to Rue
Brisson on your left hand side. Follow this road to the canoe access point about
300 meters down the road, where a sign will be posted. Paddling from Casselman
to Séguin Bridge will bring you through two landslide scars making the River
quite narrow in some areas.

Mallard Way (22 km)

The Séguin Bridge is an easy access point for the River. Launch your boat from the
Southwest side of the bridge. To get to the Séguin Bridge follow County Rd. 9
north from St-Isidore. If you choose to access at the Séguin Bridge you should be
aware that there is no public access to the River until you reach the Village of
Plantagenet. Caution should be exercised as you approach the railway bridge in
Plantagenet Station as there is a Weir immediately downstream and must be
portaged. The stretch of the river between Plantagenet Station and the Village of
Plantagenet is passable in the spring and early summer but the rock outcropping
known as the “Pitch Off” may slow you down in the summer. A quick reconnais-
sance of the River from the pitch off road should help you here. In the Village of
Plantagenet access can be gained at the Plantagenet Village Park, just off Plan-
tagenet Road in Plantagenet. Parking is available at this point.
